MPHA Board Meeting – August 8, 2011


MINNESOTA PAINT HORSE ASSOCIATION MINUTES

AUGUST 8, 2011

The Board of Directors of the Minnesota Paint Horse Association met on August 8, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. at the Mill Street Grill in Cannon Falls, MN.

1.  Open meeting

Scott Boe called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Approve agenda

Items 10.1 Bylaws, and 10.2 General Membership meeting were suggested as additions to the agenda.

MOTION by Ritter, seconded by Langseth to approve the agenda as amended. All voted in favor. Motion carried.

3.  Approve minutes from July

MOTION by Ritter, seconded by Langseth to table approval of the minutes as they were not available for review.  All voted in favor. Motion carried.

4.  Receive financials

Langseth presented the financials for the month of July, and for year-to-date through July, 2011.  It was noted that the financials were received.

A.  Outstanding bills:

MOTION by Ritter, seconded by Graham to reimburse Steph Leckband $56.71 as submitted for judges cards and labels, and to reimburse Monica Anderson $120 for the chairs for the Fergus show.  All voted in favor. Motion carried.

MOTION by Ritter, seconded by Ruden to table the claim from Leckband for approximately $30 for shipping charges until the specifics of her contract can be researched.  All voted in favor. Motion carried.

B.  Income:  None reported

5.  Directory

Alicia Michel will contact Mary Noonen to see if she is interested in doing the next directory.

6.  Committee reports

A.  Sunshine Committee – no report

B.  Membership Committee – no report

C.  Select Futurity – Michel informed the Board of estimated numbers of entries in the Select Futurity.  Jen VanHal arrived at this point in the meeting.  

MOTION by Langseth, seconded by Ruden that next year the nominations, early bird entries, sustaining entries, etc, be published in the quarterly newsletter.  All voted in favor except VanHal, who abstained because she was not present for the discussion.  Motion carried.

D.  Open Futurity – Sue Egan reported that it looks like four classes will be cancelled due to lack of entries; yearling stallions, yearling geldings, 5+ Western Pleasure, and 2+ Hunter Under Saddle.  They are suggesting adding a Western Pleasure Jackpot class with a $25 entry and 90% payback.

E.  Youth – Boe gave VanHal the $23 raised from the Egg and Spoon class at the last show.  VanHal reported that the youth plan on selling pink ribbons at the September show, and that she is going to be composing a scholarship form for the scholarship program.

7.  2011 Shows

Boe brought up that someone complained to APHA about a rule violation at the July 30 & 31 show in Winona, in that classes were being excused prior to announcement of placings. He has talked to APHA regarding this and there will be no repercussions from them regarding this.
It was the consensus of the Board to take the statement about $10 added to stalls after a certain date off of the stall reservation form, but to ask for them a week prior to the show.  There was also mention of the show office hours on Friday evening, and the contract will be looked at to determine the specified time.

8.  Website – feedback on the having the results posted in a timely manner was received.

9.  2012 Shows

It was noted that previously it was decided that the June show will go from a one-day show to a two-day, four-judge show.


VanHal stated that she will contact APHA regarding the movement of our “May Show” back to May 20, 2012.

It was noted that Anderson and Ruden are representatives for Zone 5, and VanHal requested that they consider adding Amateur Walk Trot classes to the Zone show next year.

A request for volunteers to serve on a Show Committee will be posted on the website, with responses going to Scott Boe.

Changing the age limits for the Youth Walk Trot Classes will be put on the next general membership meeting agenda for consideration.

10.  New Business

10.1  Bylaws – Ritter, Boe and Langseth will serve on a committee to review the bylaws and policies and rules with suggestions for the next general meeting.

10.2 General Membership Meeting – MOTION by VanHal, seconded by Ritter to set the 4th Quarter General Membership Meeting for October 29, 2011, at 3:00 p.m., with the Board meeting at 1:00 p.m., at Treasure Island Casino Hotel in Red Wing, if available.  All voted in favor. Motion carried.

MOTION by Langseth, seconded by Ruden to accept the Nominating Committee of Boe, Langseth and Ritter, as suggested by Boe.  All voted in favor. Motion carried.  It was noted that the three 3-year terms expiring at the end of 2011 are: Egan, Boe, and Graham.  Also to be voted on is a 2-year term that will be vacated by Ritter.
The January Awards Banquet and General Membership Meeting date was also discussed and it was decided to hold these on January 21, 2012, at Treasure Island Casino Hotel. Sue Egan will contact Chris Root to work together to organize the banquet.
Please note: After this meeting it was discovered that there have already been preliminary arrangements to hold this meeting on January 14th at Treasure Island.  The Board and General Membership Meetings will be held January 14, as well as the Stallion Auction.

The Board of Directors will meet at 11:00 a.m., the General Membership at 1:00 p.m., and the Stallion Auction will begin at 3:00 p.m.

Anderson, VanHal and Ritter will serve on the Awards Committee.

11.  Old Business

Sue Egan passed on a request by Dennis to spend and extra $60 for Grand and Reserve Halter prizes for the September show.  The previous minutes were looked at and it is stated that Show Managers can spend $250 at their discretion for prizes for their shows, and it was the Board’s consensus to stay with that amount.

Dates for the next board meeting were discussed because the traditional first Monday of the month is Labor Day.  It was suggested to meet on the second Monday, but Sue Egan stated that Red Wing has changed their City Council meetings to the second Monday to accommodate MPHA’s board meetings, so the next meeting was set for Wednesday, September 14th, at 7:00 p.m. at the Mill Street Grill.

MOTION by Anderson, seconded by VanHal to adjourn at 9:30 p.m.  All voted in favor. Motion carried.
